




















5. Describe and explain available trend data for student performance on this
outcome over the past several years. In other words, describe how the results
of this measure have changed over the past several years.

In 2006, there were “no significant problems in this area.” In 2006, the professor did not
have the students do a self-evaluation form for this skill.

In 2007, all of the students were either at the “good” or “excellent” level, and the
instructor found no problems at all with this aspect of the class. Fourteen students
believed that they had “Excellent” skills in this, while the other one was “Good.”

In 2008, all the students were at the “excellent” level of skill in this zone, and all of the
students rated themselves as “excellent” in this competency.
