 Be maintaining a 3.0 GPA or better overall 
 Demonstrated commitment to women’s issues, such as involvement in organizations 

focused on women’s issues, particularly those related to social justice, violence against 
women, sexual orientation, multicultural issues, poverty, or homelessness.

Candidates must provide the Women’s Studies Committee with the following: 
 

• A completed application form, including a personal statement outlining the 
applicant’s commitment to women’s issues and future plans related to women’s 
issues. 

• Unofficial transcript 
• A curriculum vitae/resume 
• Two letters of recommendation
